Size: average fit

Materials: Rare Yarns Brushed Alpaca 3 x 50g balls

6mm needles

12mm needles

Instructions:                                                                    

With first contrast and 6mm needles cast on 34 stitches.

Knit 2 plain, 2 purl rib for 18 rows.

Using second contrast change to 12mm needles and knit in garter stitch for the first and last 7 stitches of every row, the middle 20 stitches are knitted in stocking stitch.

Continue until piece measures 107cm (or length desired  - a shorter length will give you ¾ sleeves).

Change back to first contrast and 6mm needles.

Knit 2 plain, 2 purl rib for 18 rows.

Cast off.

With wrong sides together and using mattress stitch join cuffs and the sleeves for a length of 34cm from the beginning of the cuff. Sew in any ends.    

 Note: for a slightly different look the cuffs can be knitted in a contrasting shade.

This pattern is suitable for  10 – 12 ply yarns.                                         
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
