Size: fits adult 
 
Materials: Cleckheaton “Faux Fur” 50g x 2 
Twilley’s “Goldfingering” 25g x 3 
 
7mm needles 
12mm needles 
3mm and 4mm crochet hook for flowers. 
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Instructions:                                                                     
                                                
Use an end of each yarn together. 
With 7mm needles, cast on 30 stitches. 
 
Row 1: k5, *p5,k5, repeat from * to end. 
Row 2: p5, *k5, p5, repeat from* to end. 
 
Change to 12mm needles and repeat rows 1 and 2 until work measures 110cm. 
 With 7mm needles, repeat Rows 1 and 2 once. 
Cast off in pattern. 
 
Sew cast off edge to long side of work at other end. 
Sew in ends. 
 
Flowers: use different size hooks to vary the size of the finished flower. Instructions are given 
for the 4mm flower –  
Leaving a 40cm long “tail” for crocheted ‘loop’, ch8, join with a sl st to form a ring. 
Round 1: ch2 (counts as 1dc), work 15dc into ring, join with a sl st to beginning of chain. 
Round 2: *ch4, skip 2dc, slst in next dc, repeat from * four more times, ending last stitch in 
base of beginning chain. 
Round 3: in each of 4ch space around work (1dc, 4tr, 1dtr, 4tr, 1dc). Join with sl st in first dc. 
Round 4: *ch5, sl st between next 2dc (between petals); repeat from *4 more times, ending 
with a sl st to base of beginning ch. 
Round 5: in each 5ch space, ch1, work (1dc, 5tr, 3dtr, 5tr, 1dc) around, ending with a sl st to 
beginning chain. 
Finish off, leaving a long ‘tail”, as at the beginning (n.b. if chain loops are not required, just 
leave 15cm tails, enough to sew flower to garment).
